A main/ independent  clause in a sentence is the most important part.  If it was covered up, the sentence would not make sense on its own.  If a main clause comes first in a sentence, it is linked to the subordinate clause with a conjunction.  See below for more examples.

Roman Soldiers’ Equipment

Roman soldiers were well equipped and trained. Each soldier carried a short sword called a gladius, which was used for close fighting. They also carried a pilum, a heavy spear designed to bend when it hit a shield so the enemy could not throw it back.

Roman soldiers wore armour to protect themselves. Many wore a metal helmet and body armour made of metal strips or chain mail. They also carried a large curved shield called a scutum, which protected most of the body and helped soldiers fight together in tight formations.

This equipment helped the Roman army stay organised and powerful. Because soldiers were protected and used their weapons in planned ways, the Roman army was able to conquer and control large areas of land.

You might want to use one at the end of the sentence:

She went straight home after school because she needed an early tea.

Sometimes they even come in the middle of sentences:

My brother Richard, who lives in Australia,
is coming home for Christmas.
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
