Early Life

Not much is known about Saint George for
certain due to the lack of historical records.
However, stories about him have been told
since the fourth century. According to legend,
Saint George was the son of wealthy Christian
parents. His father is thought to have been
Gerontius who was an official in the Roman
army and his mother Polychronia is thought
to have been from the area that was known
s Lyyda in Palestine. After his father's death
when Saint George was just 14 years old, he
returned to live in Palestine with his mother.

Career
Following his mother’s death when Saint
George was around 17, he travelled to the
city of Nicomedia. Just as his father had
before him, he joined the Roman army and
began to travel around the world.

Before the age of 30, Saint George had been
promoted to the ran of military tribune and
he was part of the group of soldiers trusted
to guard the emperor of Nicomedia. Saint
George's success within the army continued
t0 grow and he was promoted to the rank of
legatus within just a few years.

St. George's Day is celebrated annually on 23+April
Itis celebrated in honour of Saint George who is the
patron saint of many countries around the world,

On 24* February AD 303, the Roman emperor
Diocletian gave an official order. He announced
that every soldier within the Roman army who
was Christian would have to give up their job.
and all of their possessions. They would also
have to stop being Christian and worship the
Roman gods instead.

Saint George did not want to give up his
Christian beliefs. He gave away all of his money
‘and possessions as ordered and decided to visit
Emperor Diocletian in an attempt to change his
mind. Emperor Diocletian would not listen to
Saint George and offered him gifts, money and
land to give up his Christian beliefs but Saint
George refused.

This angered Emperor Diocletian and he ordered.
his guards to arrest Saint George. Despite this,
Saint George kept his faith and he went on to
spread the word of Christianity while in prison:
many other people became Christian due to
Saint George's teachings.

Saint George and the Dragon

Although it is commonly associated with
the saint, stories of Saint George slaying
a dragon only began to appear in the
eleventh century which is around 700
years after Saint George's death. It is
thought that the dragon slain by Saint
George represents evil and that Saint
George triumphed over evil by refusing
to give up his Christian faith in the face
of punishment. Saint George' victory is
marked each year on 23% April: a day
which has become known as St. George's
Day. This date was chosen as it was
believed to have been the date on which
Saint George died in AD 303
