6. Do bees help fruits grow on trees? Explain your answer. Pupils’ own responses, such as: Yes, I think they must help fruit grow on a tree. Fruit trees have blossoms before they have fruit and bees must visit these blossoms for nectar. The blossom falls off and fruit forms with seeds inside.
7. Do you think the name ‘worker bee’ is appropriate for that type of bee? Explain your answer. Pupils’ own responses, such as: Yes, I think the name worker bee is appropriate because this bee does all of the work. Worker bees take care of the babies, visit flowers for nectar and keep the nest tidy.
