Tiny has said that 9 tens into groups of 4 is 8 groups.  He means 2 groups. (8 tens was the number he grouped without a remainder)
Yes 47 divided by 5 is 9 r 2.  Any multiple of 5 must end in 5 or 0.  If a number ends with 7 it will have a remainder 2 when dividing by 5.
(Note to parents please help your child to explain in as much detail as the example above)
All multiples of 2,4,8 are even.  Therefore if a number is odd it will have a remainder when divided by 2,4,8.
