Please find below three English tasks and three Mathematics tasks for children to complete for their homework this week.
It should be completed in the pink homework book that was sent home at the start of the year. Please complete in pencil or blue handwriting pen.  Any lines drawn (such as when underlining the date) should be in pencil WITH a ruler/ straight edge.
Each week remember to write and underline the date and rule off the last’s week’s work.  This will reinforce the presentation standards we have in class.  There is no need to print this sheet.  Please only write the answers in the homework book.

Reading Comprehension
Answers will vary but there are examples below.  When children answer inference questions, they must always give a reason why.  It may be a particular word they have read in a text or a clue they have seen in a picture/film. 
· What is the dad doing?
He is busy working on the computer. He is leaning on his hand thinking about something.  He is staring and leaning into the  screen.  He is wearing a shirt.  He is ignoring the girl pulling his chair.  He is researching kites so he can help the girl. 

· Why is the girl standing behind him?
She wants his attention and he is ignoring her.  She wants to show him her kite.  She wants him to take her to the park to play with her kite.  She is peering at the screen to see what dad is doing. 

· Has she said anything to him? Does he know she’s there?
He doesn’t know she is there because he is looking at the screen/ he hasn’t turned around.  She is standing behind him.   She is pulling on his chair.  She is on tiptoes to be seen. 
Or she has called him but he is ignoring her so she is pulling on his chair.

· How is she feeling? What is she thinking?
She is feeling a bit bored because she is not playing with her kite.  She is thinking that she would like dad to play with her. 

· Do you think this has happened before? Why/why not?
This hasn’t happened before because dad would have turned around/ the girl would not stand behind.
Or this has happened before so the dad is leaning forward on his chair/ the girl has brought a toy with her
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
